(Kool & The Gang), Billy Beck (Ohio Players) and Roger Troutman
(Zapp). Jerry then entered a talent show and won $200, marking the
beginning of his dreams of becoming a full-time musician.

He joined the Navy and, when discharged, relocated to Anchorage,
Alaska. Jerry never gave up on his musical dream and began playing for
local churches. His dream came true in 1978 when he heard that James
Brown was in town and rehearsing at East High School in Anchorage. He
ran into a few old friends that were in the band and they introduced him
to the band director, the late Sinclair Pinkney. Pinkney informed Jerry
this was his “lucky day” because Mr. Brown was in need of a keyboard
player. Jerry was hired on the spot and thus began his musical journey.
